Is your salvation sure and secure? Why would | ask such a question?

YO' H declares in verse 32 of chapter 2 the following: “ And it shall be that everyone who calls on the
Name of YHWH shall be delivered. For on Mount Tziyon and in Y erushalayim there shall be an escape
as YHWH has said, and among the escaped remnant whom YHWH calls.”

YESHAYAHU 4:2-3; In that day the Branch of YHWH shall be splendid and esteemed. And the fruit of
the earth shall be excellent and comely for the escaped remnant of Yisr’ el. And it shall be that he who is
left in Tziyon and he who remains in Y erushalayim is called set-apart, everyone who is written among
the living in Y erushalayim.

OBADYAH 17; “ But on Mount Tziyon there shall be an escape and they shall be set-apart.”

REVELATION 14:1; And | looked and saw a Lamb standing on Mount Tziyon, and with him one
hundred and forty-four thousand, having His Father’ s Name written upon their foreheads.

ROMANS 10:8-9; But what does it say? “ The word is near you, in your mouth and in your heart” —
That is the word of belief, which we are proclaiming: That if you confess with your mouth the Master
(Maran) YAHSHUA and believe in your heart that YHWH, the *Elohim, has raised Him from the dead,
you shall be saved.

And how shall they hear without someone proclaiming the * Good News of peace’ and bringing the

And how shall they proclaim these things if they are not sent?

Why We Call Upon YHWH!

Bereshith-Genesis 4:26; ....... Then it was begun to call upon the Name YHWH.

Gad — Brown Driver & Briggs page 151 — Strong s Concordance number 1408 — defined as the god of
fortune.

Meni — Brown Driver & Briggs page 584 — Strong’ s Concordance number 4507 — defined as the god of
fate.

The Name YHWH, in the Hebrew, is to be trangliterated from the Hebrew into the various languages.

This means that in the course of transliteration, the transliterator must make every reasonable effort to

carry-over the sound of the Set-apart Name from the Hebrew into the target language. The key is NOT
to trandlate, but to carry-over the sound of the original Name into a different language.

We see the following title/names used in various languages:

Arabic — Allah; Armenian — Aramayd; Assyrian — Ashshur; Babylonian — Anu; Chaldaic — Eilah;
Chinese — Shang-Ti or T ien; Cretan — Thios; Danish — Gad or Gud; Dutch — God;

Egyptian — Neter; Finnish — Jumala; French — Dieu; Gallic — Diu; German — Diet & Gott;

Greek — Theos; Hindustani — Rain; Hungarian — Isten; Iroquois — Orenda; Irish— Dea; Italian — Dio;
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Japanese — Kami; Lapp — Jubmel; Latin — Deus & Diex; Madagascar - Zanahary; Malay — Alla;

Hindu — Batara Guru; Norse - Ass;, Norwegian — Gad or Gud; Persian — K huda or Daiva;

Peruvian — Pachayachachic; Polish — Bogs; Polynesian — Mana; Porteguese — Deus; Runic — As;

Slavic — Bog; Spanish — Dios; Sumero-Akkadian — Ilu; Swedish — Gad or Gud; Tatar — Magatal;
Teutonic — Guth; Turkish — Alah & Y ulgen - These title/names are taken from the Encyclopedia of Religion and
Ethics — vol. 6, pages 243 and 306 — New York — 1928 — James Hastings Edition.

More in-depth research reveals that our English Anglo Saxon predecessors, before their conversion to
so-called Christianity, were pagans.
