References: Biblia Hebraica Leningradensia – page XVIII; The Jewish Encyclopedia – Triennial Cycle; Jerusalem 
Encyclopedia; Triennial Cycle; Bible 1260 at the National Library, Jerusalem (Venice) - Sedarim  In first century Yisr’el, 
YeshaYahu/ Isaiah 61:1-2 had been one of the readings of the selected HafTorah portions of Judaism’s Triennial Cycle of 
Torah Readings. Some congregations could have also been on an annual cycle developed by the Babylonian rabbinic schools. 
The Talmud (Megilah 28b and Nedarim 39a), at the time when it was compiled, which was after 200 C.E., tells us that there 
was an extant tradition of following the triennial cycle of readings in Yisr’el.
